Snow Showers Weeping Cherry (Prunus
x ‘Pisnshzam’). Zone 4. Full sun. 15’-20’ t x w.
Deciduous, small, fast-growing tree with
arching branches.  Cascading double pink
flowers in late spring. Foliage emerges
bronze to dark green to gold in fall.
Prefers moist, well-drained, slightly acidic soil.
Fertilize spring; mulch. Seldom needs pruning;
disease resistant. Attracts bees, butterflies.

Dwarf Buttonbush (Cephalanthus occiden-
talis ‘Sugar Shack’). Zone 4.  Full sun to part
sun.  3’-4’ t x w.  Native shrub, four-season in-
terest. Fragrant, white, globe-shaped flowers
with projecting needlelike styles in June on new
wood.  Glossy bright green leaves turn green,
red, burgundy in fall.  Whitish ball-like fruit turns
bright red in fall.  Prefers wet and boggy soils.
Attracts bees, butterflies, hummingbirds.   

Let’s Dance Skyview Hydrangea (Hydrangea
macrophylla x serrata). Zone 4. Sun to part
sun. 2’-3’ t x 2-4’ w. Deciduous, compact.  Mop-
heads turn from pinkish to blue with green eye
to full sky blue on maturing if treated with
slow-release aluminum sulfate fall and spring.
May bloom three colors until adjusts to soil PH.
Prefers moist, well-drained soul.  Consistent
summer rebloomer to frost on new and old
wood.  Try protected location; winter mulch.
Front of border or container; cut or dried flower.  

Reminiscent Ginger Rose (Rosea ‘Chewari-
zona’).Zone 4. Sun. 2’-3’ t x 3’-4’ wide.  Compact,
deciduous, rounded habit with lush, dark-green
foliage. Classic full shape; lightly-sweet fragrance;
velvety apricot-orange blooms. Vigorous, continu-
ousbloomer summer through frost. Minimal care:
well-drained soil, heat tolerant, disease resistant,
no constant deadheading or spraying. Blooms on
new wood; single spring prune.  Good cut flower.

Let’s Dance Can Do (Hydrangea macro-
phylla x serrata). Zone 4. Sun to part sun.
3’-4’ t x 3’ w. Deciduous. Looser, star-like,
silver-pink-strawberry lacecap double
blooms in neutral or alkaline soils or laven-
der in acid soils. Swift, continuous summer
rebloomer through frost with buds at tip
and along entire stem.  Good cut flower. 

Easy as Pie Cherry (Prunus SMNPJL).
Zone 3.  Sun.  3’-4’ t x w.  Seasonal interest:
snow white flowers in spring; abundant
red, juicy, tart, edible cherries in sum-
mer; red-orange fall foliage.  Easy care:
no pollinators, pruning, or spraying re-
quired.  Deer resistant.  Attracts bees.  

Siberian Cypress Celtic Pride (Microbiota
decussata ‘Prides’).  Zone 2.  Sun to light
shade. 1’-3’ t x 4’-6’ w.  Hardy, low-growing,
mounding evergreen; lush, medium-green,
fernlike foliage.  Prefers moist, well-drained
soil, tolerates dry.  Disease and deer resistant,
good winter color.  Easy care, no pruning req.

Spilled Wine Weigela (Weigela Bokraspini).
Zone 4.  Sun.  Grows 2’-3’ t x 3’-4’ w.  Compact,
wider plant. Foliage turns burgundy-green in fall.
Magenta-pink flowers late spring/early summer
on old wood. Prune lightly to shape or remove
spent blossoms before mid-summer. Avoid
heavy pruning. Best in front or filler in sunny
border.  Deer resistant.   Attracts birds and bees.
